PROGRAM
Introduction to embryonal and fetal development. Ultrasonographic registrations of the spontaneous fetal activity. Main neuropsychic risk factors for the infant: before conception; during the prenatal period; perinatal; neonatal. Survival and neuropsychic results of low-weight babies: main neurologic sequence; minimal cerebral disorders. Synactive model of the development of the preterminal  and terminal newborn,23-44 weeks (H. ALS). Development of the neonatal functions in order of maturation. Needs and functions. Care of the neonatal functions. Caretaking of the neurobehavioural development of the preterminal newborn hospitalized in the neonatal acute care unit. SIDC. Prevention program to reduce the risk of sudden death of milkfeeded newborns. Historical evolution of the concept of infant celebral palsy (ICP) Nature of the ICP defect. Classification of ICP: spastic, dyskinetic, atactic forms.

Visual and oculomotor disorders in ICP. Cognitive assessment of the early years of life. Neuropsychologic disorders in hemyphlegiae. Aspects of family relationships in the treatment of ICP children. Rehabilitation of ICP: methodologies, instruments and theoretical models of development. Observations on neurologic “therapy” in developmental age. The precocious “ecologic” rehabilitation. Assessment tools of the neurologic devolution in the developmental age: APIB; NBAS according to Brazelton; Neurologic assessment according to the spontaneous motor-acts of the newborn; motoscopic semeiotics; video protocols of prescolastic children (GIPCI), GMFM; The Melbourne assessment; Guide line for the diagnosis and functional assessment of ICP (SINPIA).

Ostetric paralysis or lesion of the brachial plexus.
